Please prepare your letter on your organization’s letterhead and describe the following about the applicant:
e their role in serving your community or school group;
e their demonstrated leadership abilities or service; and,
e their aptitude for and commitment to their chosen career path.

Please also provide the following information about yourself:
e your role within the organization;
e your relationship with the applicant; and,
e your contact information (name, phone number, email address).

Please send the student a signed copy of your letter before September 21, 2026 (5 MB maximum file size).
